The University of the Ryukyus is located on the island of Okinawa, the southernmost prefecture of Japan,
and consists of seven faculties and nine graduate schools. Okinawa, an island prefecture located in the
sub-tropics, has a unique ecosystem and distinct traditional culture. It has a long history of establishing
relationships with other countries, and its thriving overseas trade in the period between the 14th and
16th centuries is one such example. Such exchanges have created a diverse and multicultural society
in Okinawa. In order fo sustain and further develop such unique features of Okinawa, the university
promotes research in the fields of island and marine environment studies, health and longevity studies, and
Ryukyuan/Okinawan cultural studies, all of which take advantage of Okinawa's regional characteristics.
The university also aims to nurture well-rounded individuals imbued with knowledge and capabilities for
social contribution on a global and regional scale.

As a university with local and global features, our university has actively promoted international exchanges
with academic institutions overseas, especially in the Asian and Pacific regions. To date, the university
has concluded academic exchange agreements with 142 institutions in 46 countries and areas worldwide,
resulting in a cosmopolitan and dynamic campus environment with many international students from all over
the world.
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The Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences is a unique alignment of three departments - Law, Politics,
and International Relations; Philosophy, Psychology, and Sociology: History, Folklore, Literature, and
Linguistics focused on the Ryukyu Islands and Asia - offering students the choice of eight educational
programs. Our faculty members actively seek expertise in each of our specific fields while also engaging
with the comprehensive disciplines of Humanities and Social Sciences. Such an approach enables us to
provide students with opportunities to acquire a broad - yet deep - range of knowledge. Within this
academic community, students will attain competence in four essential areas: critical thinking to widen
perspectives, profound knowledge in search and pursuit of truth, the ability fo conceive creative ideas,
and literacy to share initiatives with both local and global communities.

At the core of our curricula are the principles of education for peace, the construction of an inclusive
society and studies on Okinawa. Our programs aim fo develop students into global citizens equipped with
vital skills for navigating the 21st century: respect for the dignity of individuals and human rights, the
promotion of peace and an understanding of Okinawan society, and the ability to contribute to global
sustainability.

Our programs are focused on imbuing in students the ability to identify critical issues as well as nurturing
their capacity for tackling such concerns with timely and innovative solutions. Educational strategies to
achieve this end have been actively worked into the curricula of each of the faculty's departments and
programs.

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The Elementary and Secondary School Teacher Training Program prepares future teachers for elementary
schools, junior high schools, and schools for special needs education. Graduates of the program obtain
either a First-Class Elementary School Teacher's License, a First-Class Junior High School Teacher's
License, or a First-Class Special Needs Education School Teacher's License. The Faculty of Education
emphasizes regionally rooted education, encouraging students to incorporate local teaching materials
into their subject instruction. To bridge theory and practice and to enhance students’ practical teaching
skills, the program includes numerous on-site teaching opportunities and promotes participation in
volunteer activities. Through these initiatives, the faculty fosters educators who are not only proficient
in subject teaching but also capable of guiding and supporting students effectively. Many graduates go on
to pursue careers in education, primarily in Okinawa or in their home regions.

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The Faculty of Science offers three main majors: "Mathematical Sciences", "Physics and Earth Sciences"
and "Chemistry, Biology and Marine Science". The faculty provides education spanning the entire scope
of the natural sciences through five programs - Mathematics (Mathematical Sciences), Physics, Earth-
environmental Sciences(Physics and Earth Sciences), Chemistry, and Biology (Chemistry, Biology and
Marine Science), and each program has its own entrance examination. The faculty also provides courses
for first-year students with smaller sized classes of approximately five students (six to seven students
in Biology program) in a seminar-type setting, allowing more personal interactions with teaching staff. In
addition, the faculty has endeavored to reduce barriers to learning for all areas of study, and has also
established general education subject requirements with the aim of helping students acquire a broader
foundation in sciences.

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Launched in 2022, the Graduate School of Community Engagement and Development (CED) trains students to become
active and engaged global citizens who contribute to their local and global communities’ development. Our goal is to
develop students with skills in three primary areas: 1) students develop expertise in problem-solving skills to address
issues of local and global importance, 2) engender students with self-directed autonomy in implementing their solutions,
and 3) conduct themselves with a high degree of academic integrity including impeccable practicing of research ethics.
To achieve our goal, the CED offers five M.A. degree programs: Public Policy and Public Relations; Economics and
Management; Language and Representation; Culture and Environment; and Clinical Psychology. Students will receive expert
training to become highly specialized professionals with a broad understanding and robust expertise to bring society
to reach reasonable solutions to diverse issues and problems faced by contemporary global and local communities. The
cross-disciplinary required core courses allow students fto garner basic knowledge and broader academic perspectives
mandatory to address questions about local and global importance, particularly in fandem with Okinawa. The required
core courses also provide students with opportunities fo work with classmates with different research interests from
various academic fields. We consider developing cross-disciplinary communication skills integral to their expertise today.
The CED requires students to choose from two tracks as the fruition of their research*: 1) a thesis track where they write an M.A.
thesis; 2) making a report about their tailor-made research project in which they propose an up-to-date and effective solution for a
specific social problem. You are urged to contact a CED professor whose research matches your area of interest and seek advice on
which tracks better serves your purpose. Finding a suitable faculty advisor is a first step before starting your academic career at CED.

The professional degree program, generally termed “kyoshoku daigakuin" in Japanese, provides
opportunities to train and cultivate specialized practical teaching skills such as subject teaching and
instruction, student guidance and classroom management with the cooperation of the educational
authorities such as the Okinawa Prefectural Board of Education and local schools in Okinawa.

This program aims to train graduate students to overcome complicated and diverse issues facing school
education.

The school trains educators to use their acquired knowledge to improve students’ motivation toward
learning. The school strives to develop talent over three career stages: new teachers should possess
potential to lead with fresh teaching techniques; experienced teachers should be equipped with the ability
to support learning and understand the needs of students, while senior teachers should be able to provide
veteran advice on academic initiatives, student supervision and organizational development. This program
accepts only applicants holding teaching licenses.

The Graduate School of Health Sciences
consists of two educational research fields, Human Health Promotion and International and Islands Health Sciences,
which conduct unique educational research regarding health and longevity on Okinawa, physical, psychosocial and
cultural factors that influence health, the development of health resources and advanced healthcare technology,
and public health in the Asia-Pacific region. We also promote the globalization of graduate education by encouraging
graduate students fo present their research at academic conferences such as the Asia Pacific Academic Consortium
for Public Health. Those who complete the doctoral course potentially work as researchers and leaders in universities,
hospitals, laboratories, and international organizations.

>> Those who have completed 12 years of formal education outside the Japanese educational system,
or those who have completed an equivalent course of study and have been designated as qualified by
the Minister of Education; those who have passed the International Baccalaureate, the Abitur

(United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland).

>> Those who have taken the Examination for Japanese University Admission for International
Students (EJU), which is held in June and November by the Japan Student Services Organization
(JASSO0), and who have taken all the subject tests required by the university. For the
departments/courses requiring subject tests in the humanities, applicants must obtain 200 points
or higher on the "Japanese as a Foreign Language” section and 200 points or higher (in total) on
the "Japan and the World" and "Mathematics” sections. For the departments/courses requiring
subject tests in science, applicants must obtain 200 points or higher on the "Japanese as a Foreign
Language” section and 200 points or higher (in total) on the "Science” and "Mathematics"” sections.
(Applicants of the Faculty of Agriculture must obtain an average score or higher of at least 3 out of
the 4 subjects of "Japanese as a Foreigh Language”, "Science (2 subjects)”, and "Mathematics” (for
"Japanese as a Foreign Language”, the average score of the "Total" of " Listening and
Listening-Reading Comprehension" and "Reading Comprehension") among all applicants in each subject.).

Research students are those who conduct research under the direction of a professor in a particular field. The
research period is up to one year and no academic degrees shall be awarded.

Research students may commence their research either in the first semester (starting in April) or the second
semester (starting in October), except for the Faculty of Medicine.

Those eligible for admission as research students to the University's undergraduate programs must be applicants who
have graduated from a university in Japan, or are recognized as possessing a level of academic ability equivalent to
completion of a Bachelor's degree program at an institution of higher learning in Japan.

The qualifications for admission as research students to the University's graduate programs shall be determined
by the respective graduate school to which the applicant is seeking admission, of which applicants are required
to possess a level of academic qualification that is higher than that for admission as a research student to the
University's undergraduate programs.

In line with university guidelines, application documents should be submitted to the appropriate faculty by 10th
February when applying for entry in the first semester and by 10th August when applying for entry in the second
semester.

Auditors are those who are admitted for a period of not more than one year and who are authorized to take only the
courses for which specific permission has been given by the instructors involved. No degree is granted to auditors, but
credits may be given if students pass the relevant examinations. Auditors can begin their studies either in the first
semester (starting in April) or the second semester (starting in October). Foreign applicants eligible for admission as
auditors are:

>»>Those who have completed 12 years of formal education (or an equivalent course of study) outside the Japanese
educational system or those who have completed an equivalent course of study and have been designhated as
qualified by the Minister of Education.

>»>Those who completed their high school education in Japan or those who have an equivalent or higher level of
academic ability

In line with university guidelines, application documents should be submitted to the appropriate faculty by 15th
February when applying for entry in the first semester and by 15th August when applying for entry in the second
semester.

Introduction oP Okinawa

Okinawa prefecture consists of the main island of Okinawa and more than 160 smaller islands (each more
than 0.01 square kilometers in land area), resulting in a total land area of approximately 2,280 square
kilometers (880 square miles). Okinawa has a population of roughly 1.45 million. Its capital city, Naha, is
a busy center of commerce and culture that also serves as a gateway to mainland Japan and the rest of
the world. Okinawa prefecture is located at the southernmost tip of the archipelago of Japan and has
a subtropical climate. The average annual tfemperature is 23 degrees Celsius (approximately 72 degrees
Fahrenheit). There is no snowfall in winter and lowest temperatures rarely fall below 10 degrees Celsius (50
degrees Fahrenheit). Okinawa sees a relatively large amount of rainfall that totals an approximate 2,000
mm of precipitation in a year. The average annual humidity is 74% and typhoons, or tropical cyclones, are
frequent in the summer months. Okinawa is famous for its rich and diverse natural environment. Owing to
a warm ocean current called the Black Current (kuroshio), most of the islands in Okinawa are surrounded
by beautiful coral reefs that attract numerous fourists from mainland Japan and overseas.

During its years as the independent Ryukyu Kingdom, Okinawa conducted active trade with China, Korea,
and countries in Southeast Asia. As such, Okinawa has been influenced by the cultures of these countries.
Today, Okinawa retains many aspects of its unique cultural traditions such as festivals, dance, music, and
arts and crafts. Well-known Okinawan cultural activities and festivals include eisa folk dances (a drum and
dance tradition to appease ancestral spirits), haarii (dragon boat races), and the giant tug-of-war festival.
People in Okinawa place great emphasis on ancestral worship, and this has strongly influenced their ways
of living and thinking.
